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6.  So, what is fair trade?
TWAL: To identify how trade links have changed over time linked to fair trade.
We will discuss and debate what fair trade is and why it is important. We will also look at ethical trading, what this means and why it is important for the environment.
                  Ethical trade aims to ensure the products we buy don’t harm the 	environment, animal or people. It ensures farmers get paid a fair price.

5. Case study: Impact of trade on the environment
TWAL: To investigate sustainable farming focussing on Africa and Brazil.
We will find out and discuss an example where a cocoa farmer has been paid fairly. We will identify the positive impact this has on the environment.
Using aerial images we will also look at the negative impact trade of farming on the environment. 



4. Case studies: Impact of Fair Trade on people & settlements.
TWAL: To investigate the impact of fair trade on people and settlements. 
We look at a case study comparing the impact of fair trade on farmers before and after it was introduced. 
Theme:  What is fair trade?
Concept: Settlement and Land Use, Mapping, Environment and Sustainability, Weather and Climate
We are learning about & how climate effects world trade & regional production. Explore how trade links have changed over time to ensure sustainability and be ethical. 

Investigate sustainable development, focusing on Amazon rainforest in Brazil and local issues in UK.
1.  Where does cocoa come from?
TWAL: To identify and compare the climate zones of Brazil, Africa and Great Britain and how this links to food production.
Using climate maps and fair-trade video resources we will compare the climate in the UK with a cocoa growing region in West Africa. We will talk about how the climate effects food production and how climate crisis impacts these two regions. 




2. How do I get my cocoa?
TWAL: To find out about trade links between the UK and other countries.
We will map the journey of a chocolate bar from the plant to the supermarket. We will talk about what trade, importing & exporting goods. 
  Global trade involves exporting goods from one country and importing them into other 	countries.

 3. How many miles does my cocoa travel?
TWAL: To
Using maps, globes and atlases we will study the journey of cocoa from Brazil and Africia to the UK. We will find out the different ways goods travel, making links between types of location its physical geography and transport used. We will also look at how many food miles cocoa travels and the impact on the environment.
Different factors affect the type of transport used including origin, perishability weight, value and distance travelled. Greater food miles are worse for the environment and contribute to climate change.
